History

Victoria, Queen Elizabeth 
II and King Charles III. We 
will be finding out about life in the 
past, sequencing events and 
objects. We will talk about British 
Values as part of this topic.  

RE 
Talk about the sad and happy parts 
of the Easter Story and what it 
means to Christians.  
 

PSHE  
JIGSAW – Healthy Me!  
 

Think about our amazing bodies 
and how to keep them safe and 
healthy. We will talk about how 
keeping healthy can make us feel 
happy.
